Our main Puedo Leer library has been in its present location on Calle Santa Lucia for four years. It appears the building will be sold or rented soon so we must move our library somewhere else. At the time of this writing we may have to move rather quickly. We knew this day could come at anytime but we are now rushed, looking at our options.

We need a building or a room of at least 500 sq ft with electricity and a bathroom. We would prefer it is in a Granada neighborhood with lots of children to continue to bring books and community activities to more children. We are preparing to pack the books and equipment but need somewhere to go. Requests have been sent to our friends and neighbors in Granada and we have a few leads we are following. We are also pressing the city government to see if they have some room for us.
